We're excited to announce a new initiative to enhance learning opportunities! We'll be transitioning to a 2:1
technology program for students in 1st - 12th grade, meaning each student will have access to two devices.
One will be kept at home, and one will be used here at school. To ensure we can smoothly transition to 2:1,
we are beginning our process for either collecting your student(s) technology device or continuing with our
Chromebook on loan program. Please find your student’s current grade in the list below for the necessary
steps you will need to take to help us.

Current Preschool, Young 5s and Kindergarten (Schofield Early Childhood Building)-
Students use Ipads at school only. There is no action required by families.

Current 1st Grade - 5th Grade (Westview Lower and Mound Park Upper)-

Students in 1st - 5th grade will keep their Chromebooks. Many of our online programs, such as SeeSaw,
RazKids, and IXL will be enabled over the summer, and we would encourage our students to continue to
log-in. Students may also want to use their chromebooks during our summer school programs. Students
will not receive a new Chromebook at the start of the 2024 school year, so extra care should be given to the
device over the summer.

Current 6th - 8th Grade (Chatterton Middle School)-

Students in 6th - 8th grade should EXCHANGE their Chromebook at Chatterton Middle School. More
detailed information about this will be coming from Mrs. Davis, be sure to check your school newsletter. This
Chromebook will be their “stay at home" computer, while students will work from computers in the
classroom.

Current 9th Grade - 11th Grade (Fitzgerald High School and Fitzgerald Virtual Academy) -

Students in Sth-11th grade should EXCHANGE their Chromebooks at Fitzgerald High School. Students will
be able to use their device over the summer to log into some of our programs. Students participating in the
Credit Recovery program will be using this computer. Exira care should be given to the device over the
summer.

Current 12th Grade (Fitzgerald High School and Fitzgerald Virtual Academy)-
Seniors should return their Chromebook to the High School. We want to wish our senior class good luck
with your future endeavors!
